Greensboro – The new James Bond film opens on November 14th, but the Bond, James Bond concert on November 22nd will feature music from some of your favorite James Bond Films; Goldfinger, Diamonds are Forever, You Only Live Twice, Mission Impossible, Her Majesty’s Secret Service, A  View to a Kill and other favorite film music from Pink Panther, Spider-Man, and Batman. Two large video screens and full symphony orchestra will make this an audio-visual experience not to be missed.  This opening concert of the Carolina Pops 2008-2009 season takes place Saturday, November 22 at 8 P.M. at Westover, the Symphony ‘s new venue for 4 different concerts this season.
There will be a James Bond Look –a Like Contest on stage before “You Only Live twice”, the winner will be decided by measuring audience applause, so we invite everyone to join us as their favorite James Bond (no guns or Martinis allowed.)  Foreign Cars Italia will be showcasing James Bond’s favorite Aston Martin Cars in front of the venue and one will even appear on stage.  Schiffmans' Jewelers will be exhibiting the infamous James Bond Omega watches and there will be all kinds of fun promotional gadgets for the new James Bond film, Quantum of Solace starring Daniel Craig as Bond.  A special guest appearance will be made by WMAG DJ, Bill Flynn, as a cell phonest in a new Cell Phone Concerto  arranged especially for Michael Krajewski and a POPS orchestra.  
Conductor-entertainer Michael Krajewski has won fans all over the country with his wry humor and flair for the dramatic.  Krajewski has twice received awards from the American Society of Composers, Authors, and Publishers (ASCAP) for adventuresome programming of contemporary music.  He lives in Florida and has conducted all over North America, including the legendary Boston Pops, which prompted The Boston Globe to write that he had “[the] Pops crowd whistling his tune.”  Michael conducted the very successful John Williams Concert in May of 2008 with the Carolina POPS.

Many of the Bond songs were written by John Barry, one of the few composers of the past half-century to have enjoyed so much popular success and worldwide influence. He is the winner of five Oscars, four Grammys and other honours ranging from the Golden Globe to Britain's Anthony Asquith Award. Barry turned The James Bond Theme, written for the first Bond movie, Dr. No, into a commercial success, making him first choice of producers Albert R. Broccoli and Harry Saltzman to write the scores for subsequent films. His bold, brassy and exciting music became a key element of the Bond formula. He scored From Russia With Love, pushed The Beatles out of the no. 1 album spot in America with Goldfinger and maintained the tradition throughout the 60s with Thunderball, You Only Live Twice and On Her Majesty's Secret Service. 

Barry remained James Bond's composer through three decades and three more Bonds (George Lazenby, Roger Moore, Timothy Dalton) - 12 films in all, to 1987's The Living Daylights. His Bond title songs have been performed by some of the hottest names in popular music, from Shirley Bassey (Goldfinger, Diamonds Are Forever) to Duran Duran (A View to a Kill), Chrissie Hynde and a-ha (The Living Daylights).
