The Greensboro Symphony Youth Orchestra program consists of four ensembles: Opus One for beginning students, Youth Philharmonic for advanced students, Greensboro Symphony Youth Orchestra (GSYO) for highly advanced high school students and a Flute Choir. The ensembles serve more than 200 participants from the region. GSYO members study and perform the best in orchestral music with the most advanced young musicians in the area. The GSYO gives free performances to packed houses in Greensboro’s best concert halls. Members have special events, such as a fall overnight retreat at Camp Weaver and frequent spring tours. GSYO members receive vouchers for free tickets to GSO Masterworks concerts. Open to all members, the annual concerto competition offers prizes and the opportunity to perform solo with the GSYO. The young musicians work with professionals from the Greensboro Symphony in small-group coaching sessions, experience two rehearsals with GSO Music Director Dmitry Sitkovetsky, and weekly sessions with GSO Resident Conductor, Nathaniel Beversluis and his conducting staff comprised of members of the GSO.
